Feel free to
laugh.  I do.  As the years have gone on my family has
moved in dif ferent directions and we are no longer
together on December 25th, but I assure you, I do intend
to have my own Holiday Day at home in Jamaica Plain
this year.  

There are many similarities between the holidays
celebrated during the winter season.  We could look at
Love, rebirth, justice, and so on.  This year I would
encourage folks to take sometime to look at the faith

Faith exists as a feeling, emotion, or mindset
with little gr ounds in science, logic, or reason.  Faith is
often a deeper sense of understanding within one's self.
Faith is part of creating religious and spiritual context
and it's part of so much else as well.       

Faith is deeply rooted in those who struggle for jus-
tice.  Faith that humanity , the planet, and all of the
Earth's creatures can have it better.  Each time we take
to the streets or organize with each other we are doing
so with faith that we will succeed this time.

Movements for change do not happen over night
but happen instead with the diligent and exhaust -
ing work put in by many .  These people must
have faith in success or the movements will fail.  

What do we as members of Community Chur ch
have faith in?  I have faith that we are a community in
the beginnings of new growth.  I have faith in each of
you to support each other and support me as we con-
tinue to make the purpose and mission of Community
Church a more public and living one.  I have faith that
we will one day see a free community wher e ethical
ideals and cooperative principles will be applied to all
aspects of our social and economic life.

Let us remember the love, compassion, justice, and
faith inher ent in all these holiday stories and bring
that with us as our genuine and authentic holiday
spirit.
